List all Authors next (Full First and Last Name) in Time New Roman, 11 point and utilize 
a superscript reference for each author address as: First-Author1, Second-Author2, etc.
List all Author Addresses next in Times New Roman, 11 point as:

etc. 
SUMMARY: The abstract should begin with a short (< 250 words) summary statement that provides a general outline of the research or development work that will be presented. Note that authors will be required to cut-and-paste this statement into a special-block when the abstract is submitted at the conference website submission portal. 

The body text should be written as blocks (i.e., without indentations) in Time New Roman, 11 point format, and may incorporate figures as necessary to convey and clarify technical information as shown in the example below. Please number all figures and include a concise caption as indicated in the example.
